Survey report of College students taking part-time jobs
Our team investigated the part-time situation of college students through an online survey on April 20-26,2022.ln this survey, we obtained a total of 35 valid data, most of which came from freshmen, accounting for 97.14%,and one case came from sophomore year.
The data showed that 5.71% of the students considere that part-time jobs are unnecessary, 31.43% considere that they are necessary,while 62.86% considere that they are dispensable.According to the survey, 48.57% of the students had done part-time jobs ever.76.4% of them do part-time jobs to increase social experience, 70.5% do part-time jobs to meet their consumer needs,23.5％ of them are just for fun.The remaining 51.43 percent does not do part-time jobs, Among them ,61.1 percent of them can not find a suitable job and are afraid of affecting their study, having no time and worry about being cheated.
For college students, their free time is limited. Therefore, 33.53% of people choose part-time jobs during holidays, 11.7% choose part-time jobs on weekends, the same proportion as 11.7% choose to do part-time jobs in their spare time, only 5.88% are OK at any time. According to the analysis, more than half of the people choose to do part-time jobs during school.So when talking about “whether part-time jobs will affect their study or not,” 91.43% of them said they were possible, but also can be balanced. 5.7% think they are sure, and the remaining 2.8% think they are not .When part-time work conflicts with class time, 70.59% choose to abandon part-time work, and 29.41% would compare the importance of the course and the job.We also learned that how often the students do part-time jobs was also different . 37.5 percent work for less than 10 hours one week and 12.5 percent work for 20 hours every week,then half of them work for 10-20 hours one week.
Students who have worked part-time jobs will gain more than those who haven't.Among the people who have done part-time jobs, 82.3% have rich social experience, 70.5% think part-time jobs enrich their extracurricular life, 64.7% of the students have more friends, accounting for the people who can share the economic burden of their families, and 47.06% improve their abilities. This data is considerable.
Through these data reports, we learned that most college students have dear goals for part-time jobs. Most college students think they can balance their study and part-time jobs, and many college students improve their ability through part-time jobs .The thing that college students doing part-time jobs has advantages and disadvantages. College students should learn to plan their study and part-time time, and focus on study first.Only in this way can college students not fall behind in their studies and improve their abilities in various aspects.
